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	Goal  (Addresses the Priority Need)



	ASSMT 1: At present, there is no process in place to address a fully balanced assessment system including formative, interim, and summative assessments. While interim assessments have been addressed through learning checks, mid-terms, and finals and state tests address summative assessment, an intentional approach to use  quality formative assesment for learning and to inform instruction in the classroom is missing.
 ASSMT 2: Teachers have been utilizing interim assessment (learning checks, mid-terms, finals) but student scores are not consistent with performance on state assessments.

ASSMT 3:  Kentucky has adopted national standards for the content areas of reading and math. Teachers will need to align their curricula and assessments with these standards. (Science and Social Studies will continue to use CC 4.1 benchmarks until national standards for those areas are adopted.)
ASSMT 4: Assessments yield much data regarding student performance, but a system to systematically and fully utilize available data  to guide instruction and identify students for interventions is not yet in place.
ASSMT 5: Senate Bill 1 mandates assessments for end-of-course, K-2, and alternate assesssment.

ASSMT 6: Course grades are not consistently aligned with or reflective of assessment results.


	ASSMT 1. By the end of the 2011-12 school year, a process to address quality formative assessment will be developed and implemented across grade levels.
ASSMT 2: By the end of the 2011-12 school year, teachers will be able to analyze the rigor of their interim assessments and analyze discrepancies in student performance.
ASSMT 3: By the end of the 2011-12 school year, teachers will have aligned curriculum and assessments reflecting the KCAS in reading and math; assessments in science and social studies will continue to be aligned with CC 4.1.

ASSMT 5: Teachers will be informated of the assessment requirements of Senate Bill 1, and by the end of the 2011-12 school year, KSB will have complied with the mandates of Senate Bill 1.

ASSMT 2:.Comparison of student scores on interim assessments with scores on summative state assessments indicate inconsistent performance and bring into question the rigor of some interim assessments.

ASSMT 4: A system to effectively utilize summative data to identify students requiring interventions is not in place.
