Addresses within each of these three categories are arranged alphabetically for easy referral.  In addition, brief descriptions follow each listing.

In order to use the list most efficiently, you are encouraged to use the "find" option located on the edit menu in Microsoft Word.  Typing control-f will take you directly to this option.  Once you are in the edit box, you should type in a word or phrase and conduct your search.  For example, if you are attempting to locate information for the Kentucky School for the Blind you might enter "Kentucky School for the Blind" or "1867 Frankfort" to find the pertinent information.  In some instances, such as the Kentucky Office for the Blind, you may have to do several searches for information since there are several entries.  Furthermore, there may also be times when you want to do more general searches for things such as clocks, canes, music, etc., so you can locate more resources.

This list contains addresses for services and materials often sought, but it is by no means complete.  Thus, persons unable to locate a particular resource should not discontinue their search.  Those with access to personal computers should be aware that many of these companies maintain web pages which contain up-to-date information and/or can be contacted via email over the Internet.  There are also numerous Internet discussion groups which may prove valuable.  You may want to inquire about these options when in contact with the companies and organizations on the list.
